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PARISH RECORDS 

4. Some parishes began recording Baptisms, Marriages and 

Deaths in the 1820’s. Some parishes didn’t record deaths 

until the 1920’s. These records were in ledgers and were 

kept in Parochial Houses. As you may guess the 

conditions these were kept in – cold and damp houses – 

didn’t help preserve them. But as they often began almost 

50 years before civil records they are extremely valuable. 

Back in the 1950s many of these old records were micro-

filmed and are now available to search also in a Dublin 

website. But because of their age and condition many are 

not easily readable. Only records for 1800s seem to be 

available. 

   Records should be searched under the name of your 

Parish and Diocese at the following website. 

 For some reasons not all records are available in some 

parishes – baptisms or marriages might be totally missing.
